1. Naomi Gonzalez will be vice chair.  Manny Rebello was introduced as a new member to the committee.
2. Gina Lewis and Holly went to a conference regarding working together towards pastoral planning.  The conference was entitled “Co-workers in the Vineyards of the Lord.”  It was well attended with approximately 250 participants. Variety of people (both lay and clergy) made presentations that were insightful and made you feel hopeful.  The presentations all suggested getting more lay people involved by educating them.  Topics mentioned included:
a. Clusters - still being talked about.  Somerville has done well with clustering and we could learn from them.

b. Pastors managing more then 1 parish – How would this be accomplished?   Will priests have to travel among 3 towns or would they combine 2 parishes to make 1?  How would reconfiguration take place?  These are questions being asked.
c. “Parish administrator” – new term for lay people or deacons who run a parish.
3. Parish evangelization – No responses were received the last time a welcome letter was send out to new people who moved in to the area.  How do we get people back?  Some suggestions were:  (a) use of local cable (b) questionnaire (c) article in local paper (Gazette) listing services and/or publicizing events
4. New caretaker for cemetery – Sullivan Brothers were recently hired to care for the cemetery grounds.  They have a large crew who will come in and cut grass, fertilize, do weed control, etc. and be able to do it all in 1-2 days.  Chris Reed (local resident) will dig the graves.  He lives close to the cemetery and his equipment is there as well.  Father Crowley now needs to interview the 3 applicants for maintenance of the Shea Center and Parish Hall.  It is an 18 hour position with no benefits.  
5. Saint Rose of Lima updates:  

a. They have spent $8,800 since November on oil costs.  (Sacred Heart’s oil costs have

       totaled $20,545 – money to pay bill comes from Grand Annual Collection).  A separate 

       fuel collection will be held the last Sunday in April.  

b. They have had a flying ant problem which has been addressed

c. Communion is being offered under both species now – lots of positive feedback on this new addition

d. Witness talks will take place on Pentecost Sunday at Sacred Heart and St. Rose is considering doing the same.  The theme will be “the Holy Spirit in your life.”

6. Those who are involved in an RCIA program can receive the sacraments of Baptism, First Communion and Confirmation all at once regardless of age.

7. Ascension – May 1st – masses to be Wednesday night and Thursday morning
8. Construction on bathroom in rear of Sacred Heart Church – has not started yet despite the fact that the order has been given!  

9. Painting project – Sacred Heart Church alter area – Painter didn’t come on the agreed date. He was finishing up a previous project.  Painting is now slated to begin mid May or beginning of June due to the events the church has already scheduled.

10. Parish Pictorial Directories – both parishes will be working on setting up a schedule for parishioners to have their pictures taken.  One directory will result.

11. At the next meeting, Father Crowley will bring in a booklet that he has that outlines what the job is of a PPC member.

12. NEXT MEETING:  June 1st at 6:30 pm as opposed to originally scheduled May 25th Father Crowley will not be here on May 25.  It is also Memorial Day week-end.  This will be our last scheduled meeting until after the summer months.
